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CONSTITUTION OF THE
UTAH ASSOCIATION FOR HEALTH, PHYSICAL

EDUCATION, RECREATION AND DANCE
MISSION STATEMENT  
The Utah Association of Health, Physical Education, Recreation and Dance is dedicated to promoting physical activity and healthy lifestyles in Utah schools and community programs for Health Education, Physical Education, Recreation, and Dance by using the best philosophical, social, physiological and educational principles available and the most recent peer reviewed research in the several disciplines.
ARTICLE I  NAME
The name of the organization shall be the UTAH ASSOCIATION FOR HEALTH, PHYSICAL EDUCATION, RECREATION and DANCE (UAHPERD).

ARTICLE II  ORGANIZATION
The Utah Association of Health, Physical Education, Recreation and Dance (herein after referred to as UAHPERD) shall be an association within the Southwest District of the American Alliance for Health, Physical Education, Recreation and Dance (herein after referred to as the SWD District) and the American Alliance for Health, Physical Education, Recreation and Dance (herein after referred to as AAHPERD).  As such, it is dedicated to furthering the purposes of AAHPERD and SWD-AHPERD within the geographical area of the state of Utah.  The officers of UAHPERD shall be delineated in the Bylaws.
ARTICLE III  PURPOSE AND OBJECTIVES
The purpose and objectives of UAHPERD shall be identical to those of the District and AAHPERD insofar as they are applicable of the State of Utah.  

Section 1. 
UAHPERD shall be an educational organization structured for the purposes of supporting, encouraging, and providing assistance to its members as they seek to initiate, develop, and conduct programs in health, physical education, recreation and dance for the enrichment of human life.

Section 2. 
The general objectives to be sought in fulfilling the above stated purposes are:

1.  Professional involvement and service

2.  Professional development

3.  Program development, evaluation, and research

4.  Public relations

5.  Legislative advocacy

6.  Collaborative partnerships

7.  Professional excellence and service

8.  Equity of access and opportunity

9.  Effective association management

Section 3.
UAHPERD shall engage in activities that are consistent with the Articles of Incorporation of the SWD District and AAHPERD.

Section 4.
UAHPERD shall submit reports, proposed activities and budgets for approval as requested by the SWD District and AAHPERD.

Section 5.
UAHPERD shall not engage in any activity or conduct itself in any manner which discriminates on any basis.

ARTICLE IV  MEMBERSHIP
Section 1.
The association shall be an organization without stockholders but it shall have members.  The classes of members, the manner of election or appointment and the qualifications and rights of members of each class shall be determined in accordance with the Bylaws.

Section 2.
Types of memberships shall be professional, associate, retirees, honorary, student, and life.

Section 3.
UAHPERD shall assess dues for membership.

ARTICLE V  BOARD OF DIRECTORS
Section 1.
The business and property of UAHPERD shall be managed by the Board of Directors (BOD).  The number of members of the BOD, their qualifications, the manner of their election or appointments, their terms of office and their respective powers of duties shall be determined by the Bylaws and Codes of Operation.

Section 2.
In the event that a member of the BOD fails to fulfill the duties of the office, the BOD shall have the power to replace that member.

ARTICLE VI  DISPOSAL OF ASSETS
Section 1
Upon dissolution, all assets of the association shall be turned over to such nonprofit 






organizations qualifying as exempt from federal tax under Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal 





Revenue Code of 1954 or any successor provision thereto as the then BOD shall elect.

ARTICLE VII  BYLAWS AND OPERATING CODES
Section 1.
UAHPERD may adopt Bylaws and Operating Codes which shall be consistent with this Constitution.  Such documents may contain any provision necessary for the administration of UAHPERD and its affairs, including, but not limited to, the governing authorities, officers, elections, and meetings, provided that, should there by an inconsistency between the Constitution and the Bylaws or Operating Codes, this Constitution shall prevail.

ARTICLE VIII  RESTRICTIONS
Section 1.
No part of the net earnings of the association shall inure to the benefits of any member, sponsor, donor, creator, director, officer, employee, or without limitation, any other private individual or to the benefit of any corporation, organization, any part of the net earnings of which inure to the benefit of any private individual; provided, thus shall not prevent payment of reasonable compensation for services actually rendered to or for UAHPERD.

ARTICLE IX  AMENDMENTS
Amendments to this Constitution, The Codes, and the Bylaws shall be proposed by the Executive Committee and approved by the BOD in a resolution setting forth the proposed amendments.  Adoption of amendments shall require a two-thirds vote of the BOD.




The Constitution is a uniform Constitution promulgated by SWD-AHPERD and AAHPERD for adoption by its affiliated state organizations.  All proposed amendments must be consistent with the Articles of Incorporation of SWD-AHPERD and AAHPERD.
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
